       Subject: ISM Dues Increase 

 
 
As published in the ISM May 2008 INSIDE SUPPLY MANAGEMENT MAGAZINE: 
 
The ISM Board of Directors approved an increase in ISM annual dues in Jan. 2008.  ISM Regular Member 
dues will increase to $110 per year with a semiannual billing of $55 that will be effective as of September 1, 
2008.  ISM dues represent a portion of the dues paid by the Regular ISM Member.  ISM Direct Member* 
dues will increase to $170 effective September 1, 2008.  The increase is based on a review by the ISM 
Board of Directors at the August 2007 and January 2008 Board meetings. 
 
Therefore, in consideration of this change and the increasing costs associated with our monthly dinner and 
luncheon meetings; the NAPM-UTAH Executive Committee approved a motion to amend the NAPM-UTAH 
Bylaws and increase the annual dues from $200 to $225.  This change will be effective immediately 
following the NAPM-UTAH membership vote on Sept.11, 2008. 
 
To help our members understand where their dues are spent, it should be noted that NAPM-UTAH currently 
pays $50 bi-annually, for a total of $100 a year to ISM.    The remaining $100 of the $200 dues is primarily 
used to pay for membership luncheon and dinner meeting food, facilities and associated speaker costs. 
 
$10 of the additional $25 is already a liability to ISM.  The remaining $15 will be used to continue to provide 
a meal and quality speakers at our monthly meetings in both Provo and Salt Lake City.  NAPM-UTAH is one 
of a few that does not charge extra for meals. 
 
*Please note that ISM Direct Members are only members of ISM and no local events are included in the 
reduced cost.  Any ISM Direct Member attending a Utah meeting must pay for their meal ($25 dinner or $15 
lunch.)
